Mayors to join with faith leaders and anti-poverty advocates in call for action on homelessness, BC’s welfare system

(Victoria) Two BC mayors will speak at a news conference this Thursday, along with faith leaders and anti-poverty advocates, about BC’s growing homelessness crisis and the need for substantial improvements to the province’s welfare system.

The news conference comes as municipal leaders prepare to debate a motion from Kelowna City Council calling on the provincial government to substantially increase welfare rates. Kelowna is one of at least five municipal councils that have passed motions in recent months calling on the province to fix BC’s welfare system. Motions have also been passed by Victoria, Maple Ridge, Vancouver and Kamloops.
